4. Linking your CSS  to HTML file 
 a. After typing your first CSS script,  Click File > New > and select HTML 
 b. In  Macromedia Dreamweaver, clik the Code View button. 
 c. in the HEAD section of your HTML file, type: 
   
  <link rel="stylesheet"type="text/css" href="file:///C|/zahari/phd/vlsi2/webbasedlearn/lesson1.css" /> 
 
 d. After href=””  click on Browse, select your CSS file.
